CDDO

The Community Developmental Disability Organization (CDDO)
division serves as the “Single Point of Entry” for individuals with
developmental disabilities to access services. In 2006, 21 individuals
applied for services in Douglas and Jefferson Counties. Nineteen were
determined eligible. Persons determined ineligible were referred to
alternative community resources.

In 2006, 156 individuals were awarded funding through Family Grants.
Currently there are 32 affiliates in our CDDO area that provide a variety
of services.

In 2006, two new staff were hired to administer the BASIS assessment for
determining levels of funding for individuals accessing supports and services
through the Medicaid waiver throughout the CDDO area. CDDO Reviews have
become part of the State’s Quality Assurance process, which Cottonwood staff
were very instrumental in developing. The goal is to make sure CDDO's fulfill
their responsibilities and adhere to State requlations.

SUPPORT SERVICES

Cottonwood Support Services provided service coordination for 323
adults and children in Douglas and Jefferson Counties. All 12 Case Managers
and the Director are certified by the state to provide Case Management
services. In a survey sent to families in October, 100% of families receiving
Positive Behavior Supports (PBS) were “very satisfied” with this service.

The total number of consumer visits to Cottonwood's on-site health clinic
in 2006 was 4944, averaging 400 visits per month. The on-site dental clinic,

operated in partnership with the Douglas
County Dental Clinic, scheduled 276
appointments in 2006. Individuals may
receive cleanings, x-rays, and also simple
fillings in the clinic.

Cottonwood Residential Services provided supports for 131 individuals in over
50 different locations throughout Lawrence in 2006. Residential staff are certified
in CPRand First Aid and are provided with ongoing training in a number of other
essential areas, such as medication administration. Cottonwood has recognized
the need to adapt residential services to its aging population and to that end,
constructed one fully-accessible 5-bedroom home in 2006, with a second to be
finished in the early summer of 2007.

The
number of individuals accessing Work Services totaled 136 persons.
The Work Services department s in year 3 of its 2nd five year contract

with the Department of Defense to produce a cargo tie-down strap. To date

In June, we received our
6th consecutive “Gold Medal Award” from the US Department of Defense
for “superb quality” and for providing excellent “on time deliveries” to our
government customers.
